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Dear Parent/guardian and new rider,
The Sudbury Therapeutic Riding Program (STRP) would like to welcome you to the Program.  As a new applicant, a series of forms (Application Package) is required to be completed by the parent/guardian or the rider if 18 years of age or older.  This package includes the following:
· Physician Referral form (Must be completed and signed by a physician)
· Rider Information form

· Parent/guardian Release Agreement

· Rider Photo Release form
· Volunteer Release Agreement
· Physiotherapy Waiver

Parents/guardians may be required to act as a side-walker when necessary (and if willing) therefore you will also need to complete a Volunteer Release Agreement. Upon completion of the Application Package, please return to the above-mentioned address.



Our Program operates at 1000 Main Street, Val Caron (Paula’s Canine Country Club).  The Program runs four to five 5-week sessions throughout the riding season (~ May to October depending on outdoor conditions). You will be notified when you are to present for your session(s).  If the rider is unable to attend a lesson, it is important you contact STRP at 705-560-7877 ASAP to inform us of this.
Helmets will be provided during all lessons however, hiking boots, rubber boots or sturdy shoes with a heel will be required.  Running shoes are not recommended and sandals are disallowed! All lessons are held outdoors therefore dress according to the weather however, long pants are required in order to prevent rubbing and chaffing or potential skin breakdown.  During the warm season, insect repellent should be applied prior to the lesson.
In order to maintain this Program (care of the horses, acquisition and repair of equipment), we require in excess of $25,000.00 a year.  As a result, a yearly registration fee of $100.00 is requested.  You will not need to pay any additional fees.  However, we will require your assistance, support, attendance and skills to successfully fundraise more funds for the Program.  You may be personally asked to assist us and we welcome any fundraising ideas you may have.
